If school is serving as Clerk and their school comes up in the rotation for recording clerk/host school, that school will be skipped to avoid Clerk,
Recording Clerk, host school all in same year‐we thought this was determined but not in minutes.  (Good point.  Thank you!)
 
The AD’s were under the impression that it was agreed to not add a third position called Assistant Clerk.  (I thought that as well, now that we have
checked it for clarity, let's stick with two positions only‐ Clerk and Recording Clerk)
